(b) A - itect prepared floor plans and building elevations
s al be the preferred drawings for these applications.
owever, in lieu of an architectural plan, the applicant
shall submit a floor plan of one-quarter inch equals one
foot (%"=1’) to show with clarity the proposed changes
to the building and sizes of rooms. This floor plan shall
list the total floor area of both dwellings and percentage
of difference between them. If the Commission deems
the non-professional drawings inadequate to make an
informal decision, it may require professionally
prepared drawings.
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(c) Suitable sketches, architectural plans, or photographs
sufficient to show the character and extent of exterior
building and fagade construction including any
alterations.

(d) A written report from a structural engineer, or a
professional deemed qualified by the Commission may
be required at the Commission’s discretion, stating that
the existing structures meet the requirements of the
Building and Fire codes. T )

(ii)  Fallure to provide the affidavit within sixty (60)
days from every two (2) year anniversary year
shall constitute a violation, which shall be
grounds for the institution of enforcement actions
that may result in the revocation of the approval
such that it shall be null and void.

(iij)  Upon initial approval the property owner shall file
on the Land Records a copy of the affidavit
stating ownership of the premises and that
tenants are required to occupy accessory
apartments for more than 180 days.

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Assisted Living Facility: Housing or living arrangements for the elderly,
infirm or disabled, in which housekeeping, meals and other assistance
is available to residents as needed, but does not inciude nursing staff.

Basement: That portion of a building having its floor entirely sub-
grade (i.e. below ground level) on all sides.

Bed and Breakfast: A room or rooms for overnight accommodation of
visitors in a dwelling, including service o breakfast to such visitors, and
the use is subject to the special standards in Section 9 of these
Regulations.

Bedroom: A private room tplanned and intended for sleeping, separate
from other rooms by a “oor and accessible to a bathroom without
crossing another bedroom or living area.

Boarding Home for Sheitered Care: profit or non-p fit boarding or
other home for ¢he sheltered care  adult persons, which in addition to

providing food and shelter to four or more persons unrelated to the
proprietor, also provides any personal care or service beyond food,
shelter and laundry.

B ffer: Land area, whe er r not pro ected as conservation easement
or deeded open space, to adequately, as determined by the
Commission, visually and p ysically separate one (1) use from another
or from a boundary line or to block noise, lights or other nuisances,

enerally through the use of landscaping, structures, and/or
vegetation, unless buffer is otherwise specifically defined.

Building: A roofed structure, whether or not permanently affixed to the
ground, whether by foundation or other anchors, and which is used or
intended fo the shelter, support or enclosure of persons, animals or
pr perty of an Kkind.

Building Ceverage: The percentage of the lot area that is covered by
the maxifium horizontal cross section of a building or other buildings,
together with all covered porches and other roofed portions.
Structures which are completely below the finished lot grade, including
shelters for nuclear fallout, but excluding swimming pools, shall not be
included in building coverage.

Building Footprint: See “Footprint”. R CEIV 6
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standards of Section 8 for the District in which such swimming pool is
located. (See also Section 26: Accessory Uses.)

Temporary Structure: A structure that is not permanently affixed to the
property, including membrane structures which include, but are not
limited to, hoop houses and tents. Temporary structures shall be
permitted for a period of time not to exceed 60 days from the date of
issuance of a building permit. Structures which are not permanently
affixed but which are to remain more than 60 days are considered
permanent.

Tidal Wetlands: Those areas which bo er on or lie beneath tidal
waters, such as, but not limited to banks, bogs salt marshes, swamps,
meadows, flats or other low lands subject to idal waters, and whose
surface is at or below an elevation of one foot above local extreme
high water; and upon which may grow or be capable of growing some,
but not all, of those specific plant species listed in CGS Section 22a-
29(2), as may be amended.

Transient Lodging: A room, or rooms, comprising a single guest
unit, for overnig t occupancy, not to exceed fourteen (14)
consecutive days in the 90- ay period commencing with the first
day of occupation.

Travel Trailer/Camper: See “Camper and Camp Trailers”

Towers, Communication: A s cture erected and used for the receipt,
re -y or transmission of communications signals which may include a
control building required for the facility. See Section 10 for further
definitions pertinent to communication towers.

Towers, Wind Generators: A structure erected and used for the
generation f electricity by means of a windmill, which may include a
control building required for the facility.

Trailer Park or Mobile Home Park: Any lot on which two or more
“trailers” or “mobile homes” are parked for use as living quarters.
