LIST OF ACRONYMS 
 
CMAQ - Congestion Mitigation Air Quality – A federal funding program that directs funding to 
projects that assist in meeting the National Ambient Air Quality Standards.  CMAQ funds can go 
towards such projects as transit-related, traffic signal timing, and transportation demand 
management projects.  CMAQ funds cannot go toward new capacity for single occupant 
vehicles. 
 
EJ - Environmental Justice – Federal policy that requires that the benefits and burdens of federal 
programs and funds are balanced among racial, ethnic, or socioeconomic populations. 
 
FHWA - Federal Highway Administration - The branch of the Department of Transportation 
that administers the federal highway programs.   
 
FTA - Federal Transit Administration – The branch of the Department of Transportation that 
administers the federal transit programs. 
 
IM – Interstate Maintenance - The Interstate Maintenance program provides funding for 
resurfacing, restoring, rehabilitating and reconstructing most routes on the Interstate System.  
 
NHS – National Highway System - The National Highway System was designated in 1995 for all 
roads that are of national importance. Generally, this includes all Interstate routes and some U.S. 
and state routes. 
 
OOSB – On/Off System Bridges  -   
 
STIP – Statewide Transportation Improvement Program - A short-term, statewide transportation 
planning document covering at least a three-year period and updated at least every two years. 
The STIP includes a priority list of projects to be carried out in each of the three years. Projects 
included in the STIP must be consistent with the long-term transportation plan, must conform to 
regional air quality implementation plans, and must be financially constrained (achievable within 
existing or reasonably anticipated funding sources).  Regional TIPs are incorporated into the 
STIP. 
 
STP-U – Surface Transportation Program – Urban - A block grant type program that is used by 
localities for any roads (including NHS) that are not functionally classified as local or rural 
minor collectors. These roads collectively are referred to as “federal-aid” roads.

RE:  June 27 TIP/STIP Public Outreach Meeting  –  Notes of Meeting 
 
 
Carolyn Kone opened the meeting.  She identified the Rome Fastener issue relating to the Metro 
North substation via a powerpoint presentation (attached).   Representative Davis indicated his 
support of the alternative site proposal for the substation.  He noted that three meetings held so 
far with ConnDOT had not yet produced a successful resolution from the company’s perspective.  
Bob Gregory noted that Milford, like many Connecticut municipalities, has a strong economic 
development focus on retaining its manufacturing base.  In response, Maribeth Wojenski of 
ConnDOT noted that it is possible to adopt the TIP with the specific project excluded. 
 
Representative Davis also voiced his support for both the West Haven and Orange stations for 
Metro North, as previously endorsed by SCRCOG. 
 
Lynne Bonnett of the New Haven Environmental Justice Network identified the adverse effects 
of auto emissions in her presentation.  She expressed concern regarding increasing traffic 
volumes on the Route 34 connector due to the construction and expansion of parking facilities.  
She noted that this impact is greatest on the elderly and young children.  
 
Anstress Farwell of the New Haven Urban Design League identified several planning issues for 
future consideration by the SCRCOG.  She noted that Route 34 forms a barrier for residents of 
the Hill and West River neighborhoods, and that there was a need to create more neighborhood 
connections and to “re-densify” the city.  She suggested that building more parking reduces 
funds invested in public transportation and continues a historic pattern of skewed investment of 
transportation dollars.  She also noted that in her view current economic development proposals 
for the Route 34 corridor focused on biotechnology and medical research will not support the 
local economy of the West River neighborhood.   She observed that it might be possible to 
convert Route 34 into a boulevard with parking provided in the current below-grade portion of 
the right-of-way.

NYMTC will provide a Multi-state PM2.5 Conformity (“Umbrella”) document 
containing the combined regional analysis for the PM2.5 nonattainment area; and

The results of the required emissions analysis performed by the Connecticut Department 
of Transportation on the Regional Long Range Plan (2004) and the FFY 2007-2011 TIP  
shows that the implementation of the projects contained therein will result in emissions of 
PM2.5 in each analysis year that are less that the emissions of the baseline year; and 

 
WHEREAS, 

This document demonstrates that the emissions analysis from all the other MPOs within 
the New York – Northern New Jersey – Long Island, NY-NJ-CT area show that 
emissions in each analysis year are less than those in the baseline year – thus meeting the 
interim emissions test for the New York-Northern New Jersey-Long Island, NY-NJ-CT 
PM2.5 nonattainment area.
